	▪     Christine Pilger called the meeting to order at 7:43.

	2.    SSC Business………………………(10 minutes)
· Approval of Minutes

	· Minutes were read and reviewed.  Silvia Robles made a motion to approve the October 2011 SSC minutes.  Colleen Kleege seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously.

	3.    Academic Achievement………….   (35 minutes)                                           
· African American Blueprint
· Benchmark I results


	· Informational:  Cynthia Arce, Principal

	· Cynthia provided a brief overview of the African American Blueprint document.  Cynthia shared the concern with how to increase parent involvement, at an academic level, with our African American community.
· Cynthia explained that students just finished taking the first Benchmark assessment in Literacy, Math, and Science (grades 3-5).  Before sharing results, Silvia mentioned that the past history with Benchmark assessments shows us that many students don’t do as well one the first Benchmark and show gains at the second and third Benchmarks.  Cynthia shared the School Exam Report for first grade.  She placed the report on the document camera and showed the info provided by Data Director, such as color coding performance levels, the standards assessed, etc.  Then Cynthia shared the Item Analysis Form that teachers use to reflect on their student data.  Julie Moore asked if teachers do this on their own?  Cynthia shared that teachers do it individually then share their data analysis with their PLCs (grade level teams) for further conversation and reflection of the grade level results.  Tami Hennick shared that she noted two classes with lower performance at grade 1 in literacy.  Tami wondered if all of the struggling students were placed in these two classrooms?  Cynthia explained that they are not placed in classes that way and that most likely, the lower performance is an issue of instruction, pacing and a lack of parent involvement.  Cynthia shared school wide data that shows that our program does work and that students are making gains over the years.  Next Cynthia shared subgroup data for Literacy and Math BM 1.  Cynthia indicated that we all have a lot of work to do.  Luisa shared that she is at a loss with what else she can do to improve her students’ performance in math.  Julie Moore feels there is a disconnect between teachers and parents regarding the ongoing communication of academic progress.   Julie Moore asked how we could improve the short term monitoring and sharing of student progress.  Angela made a motion to have the administration monitor the achievement of students who are Basic, Below, and Below Basic with individual teachers and grade levels and to know what teachers are doing to improve student achievement.  Colleen Kleege seconded the motion.    A discussion was had around how to identify Key Leader parents from our significant subgroups to support the school with increasing parent involvement of our significant subgroups.
