All terms and conditions including the Cancellation Policy for your tour are stated on the two-sided Expedition 
Information sheet which is specific to your tour and are in addition to those listed below. 
Confirmation:  Tour participation can only be confirmed after receipt of the initial payment and the Expedition Registration 
Card, providing that deadlines and conditions listed on the Expedition Information sheet are met. Receipt of the signed 
Registration Card and/or initial payment verifies that the participant and parent have read and understand all conditions 
listed on the Expedition Information sheet and all other requirements set by the school and/or group leaders. 
Disqualification: It is the participant's and parent's responsibility to know and abide by all conditions and requirements for 
participation. Failure to do so may result in disqualification from the tour and loss of money paid.
Payments: Payments must be kept up to date. Initial registration and deposit deadlines must be met. Once registered, sub-
sequent payments should be received within one week of the due date listed on the Expedition Information sheet. Pay-
ments more than one week late will be considered late. In some cases, customized payment plans may be arranged.
Late Payments: Once a payment is late, participants are subject to the following penalties:
1. World Expeditions reserves the right to place that participant at the end of the wait list. Reinstatement on the confirmed 

list is solely at the discretion of World Expeditions.
2. World Expeditions and the group leaders may choose to disqualify anyone who is not fully paid within 30 days of depar-

ture. All cancel penalties will apply for such disqualifications. 
3. Participant may be prevented from choosing roommates and flights, and may not be able to earn frequent flyer miles.
Itinerary: A final itinerary and a list of hotel addresses and airline flights will be provided at the final Pre-Expedition meet-
ing to be held approximately one week prior to departure. The tour itinerary is subject to change at any time should cir-
cumstances make such change necessary. 
Price Increase: The tour price is based on a minimum number of participants and a specific itinerary. Should the number 
of participants fall below the minimum, or should the itinerary be changed, the tour price is subject to increase. Anyone 
who registers for the tour after the First Payment or Deposit date (whichever is earlier) may be subject to paying a higher 
price. World Expeditions reserves the right to collect from the travelers the cost of a government or vendor imposed tax, fee 
or assessment which which goes into effect after the First Payment or Deposit date (whichever is earlier.)
