Please note that your son/daughter received non-passing grades on either the Semester 1, Progress 
Report 1, based on performance between 9/6-10/14/1, or the Semester 1, Progress Report 2, based on performance between 10/6-12/2/11.  Attached is the Progress Report 2, expected to be returned Monday to your child’s Per 5 teacher.   
We have five weeks left of Semester 1, which ends on 1/27/12.  Semester marks are part of a student’s permanent record.   

We urge you to require your son/daughter to take full advantage and engage in afterschool tutoring.  Parents are encouraged to build a system for rewards and consequences around tutoring attendance and the improvement of academic grades/citizenship.  Immediate rewards and consequences work best for this age group.  For example, if a student attends tutoring and gets his homework complete, he/she can earn 30 min of video or TV time that evening.  Keep it simple, and be consistent!  We need your help to hold your child accountable. 
For 8th grade parents, please note that students with any “F” marks or “U” in citizenship at Semester 2, Progress Report 2 will be unable to participate in promotion activities, and students with 2 or more “F” grades in core subjects will be recommended for summer school and possible retention.
