Counselors 

will be on hand to assist parents in acquiring a FAFSA PIN and completing the FAFSA, which must be 

transmitted by March 2, 2012 to be eligible for a Cal Grant. Parents/Students will need to bring the 

following items: 2010 OR 2011 completed income taxes, social security numbers, dates of residency in 

California, and a valid email address. Students who have not completed the Cal Grant GPA Verification
